Church schools believe that in addition to academic and emotional intelligence human beings also 

have spiritual intelligence. Therefore, church schools recognise and nurture the spiritual aspects of 

life alongside the academic and emotional elements. 

Church schools are places where challenge through questioning is encouraged as through this we 

can make sense of the world and the purpose of our own personal lives. 

As our school text says: 'Let your roots grow down into him, and let your lives be 

built on him.'  Colossians 2:7. A great foundation for our young people as they grow 

and prepare for adulthood.  
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
