	Explore different materials and processes in the Creative provision:
-junk modelling 
-painting
-printing 
-sculpture (clay/playdough)
-Drawing skills and colouring
-pastels/crayons
-collage 
-To explore colour mixing 
- Join objects using sellotape or glue
-Use objects to try different printing techniques
-Choose junk modelling to represent a desired shape e.g.: pretending a tube is a telescope
-Name and use primary colours that are appropriate (choose an appropriate colour for their model/picture e.g.: a yellow sun)
-To develop simple drawing skills by using circles, lines and boxes to represent objects and people
-To talk about what they like about an artist’s work 
-To be able to use scissors to cut out shapes, and along pre-drawn lines.
-to use trial and error to work out manipulative processes 
-to know where creative equipment is stored and begin to access independently 
	2.1 To plan ahead what they will need to make their model/picture
2.2 To begin to explore and mix colours with purpose , making secondary colours and adding white to make paint lighter and black to make it darker
2.3 To begin to choose an appropriate material/process to achieve a desired effect. E.g.: using tissue or paper to cover a box, Using a fork to make lines in the paint for grass
2.2   To use a range of shapes to draw recognisable objects and people
2.3 Look and talk about what they have produced, describing simple techniques and media used
2.4 To talk about what they like/dislike about an artist’s work
2.5 Return to and build on their previous learning, refining ideas and developing their ability to represent them.

	1.1. Listen attentively to music and tap or clap the beat of a song.

2.4 Use musical effects for a purpose e.g.: a loud voice for a giant, A drum for his footsteps. Using Bells to make an Indian dance
2.5. Develop or extend storylines in their pretend play suggesting problems and solutions e.g.: the baddy is trapped!
2.6 use well known stories or texts to create their own plays or puppet shows
