FINE MOTOR

	SELF REGULATION
-begin to express their opinions and ideas  
- Seek help from an adult to solve problems or conflicts

- Responds to adults co-regulating eg: Acknowledges when they are tired, hungry etc.  
- able to wait to speak to an adult or have their needs met  
- respond to an adult instruction without delay or procrastination e.g. go and put your wellies on please  
 MANAGING SELF
- Shows emotional resilience when making a mistake (does not get upset)  
- Recognise when they need the toilet and ask to go 
-be mostly clean and dry during the day with some adult support  
- begin to wash their hands when they are dirty or they have been to the toilet 
- Able to talk about ways to be healthy (food choices, exercise, good sleep, oral hygiene) 
Knows the class rules and can talk about right or wrong choices 
-Joins in with tidying up  
- Begins to put away own resources in the correct place

MAKING RELATIONSHIPS

	LISTENING, ATTENTION AND UNDERSTANDING
-        Understand how to listen carefully (Good listening bodies) and why listening is important.  
          - sit still and attentively for 5-10 minutes during a teacher led story or discussion  
- Face and look at their teacher when listening to what they have to say. 
- to follow simple one and two step instructions asking for clarification or repetition if they need it.  
-put their hand up to speak  
-Stay at a self-chosen activity for 5 minutes or more  
- -complete activities appropriately set by adults 
-In class storytimes or group reading 
-talk about new words they don’t know  
-Show concentration and engagement 
-Join in with repeated text or story predictions 
-Stand still when listening to a teacher

	SELF REGULATION
-Identify and moderate their own feelings socially and emotionally.  
- Think about the perspectives of others.  
- Sets themselves a goal or target to achieve ie: to make a rocket 
- Is able to recognise and talk about their own emotions and needs (self-regulating) 
- Can talk about how to solve simple problems  

MANAGING SELF
-Manage their own immediate needs by Eating when hungry, going to the toilet and dressing for P.E with minimal support (buttons or tights)   
-Perseveres and tries again after a mistake, begins to see challenges through to a conclusion 
- Remember rules without needing an adult to remind them. E.g. water aprons, not using equipment that is closed  
- Can explain why we have some rules e.g.: because it makes my friends happy etc.  
- Helps others to tidy up resources  

MAKING RELATIONSHIPS
- recognises that their thoughts and ideas are valid and they should expect to be heard   
- show consideration of others by asking if they are OK or 
changing their behaviour (self- control) 
- taking account of others' ideas  
- taking turns fairly 
-begins to suggest ways of negotiating e.g. Timer, names on the board etc.  
- Choose different friends to play with based on own interests  

	LISTENING, ATTENTION AND UNDERSTANDING
-Ask questions to find out more and to check they understand what has been said to them.  
-Listen to and talk about stories to build familiarity and understanding.   
-listen to a story without pictures  
-Retell the story, once they have developed a deep familiarity with the text; some as exact repetition and some in their own words.   
 - Learn and repeat rhymes, poems and songs off by heart. 
- Listen to and ask questions or make comments about selected non-fiction to develop deep familiarity with new knowledge and vocabulary. (see speaking for appropriate vocab)

-Face and look at their friend or partner when listening to what they have to say.
