	ONCE UPON A TIME
	PAST AND PRESENT
-Learn in detail about a significant historical figure through books,  photos, and videos and be able to talk about the impact they have made on our lives. (Guy fawkes_
-Talk about how they have changed and developed since they were babies  Using the vocabulary of time (now, then, before, after, young, old, a long time ago, years, weeks etc.) 
-Be able to talk about differences between ‘now and then’ using photos from their own past.  
-Talk about family and people who are important to them and why (including people who help them at school) (birthday celebrations)

PEOPLE AND COMMUNITIES-To Learn the nativity story and talk about why Jesus is a special figure for Christians
-To explore and talk about the different ways people celebrate in other cultures through food, music, dance and stories etc. (eg: Diwali, Christmas, Holi, Hanukkah)
-To learn about life and culture in a contrasting country and compare with their own by recognising similarities and differences. 
-to value and learn about the cultural experiences, languages and traditions of members of the class.  

THE NATURAL WORLD
-to use a range of accessible resources to carry out simple child led investigations with or without adult support (STEM) eg: “I wonder what would happen if….. “
-Describe what they see, hear and feel whilst outside. 
- know that there are 4 seasons that move in a cycle 
-be able to notice and talk about changes in the weather in their local area
-Get to know the school setting and talk about features of their local environment by going on walks, looking at maps or photos and talking about their experiences
2.3 Talk about features of a map, Know that a map gives information about the environment  
Draw information from a simple map. 
	CREATING WITH MATERIALS 
 -Explore different materials and processes in the Creative provision:
-Join objects using Sellotape or glue
-Use objects to try different printing techniques
-Choose junk modelling to represent a desired shape e.g.: pretending a tube is a telescope
-Name and use primary colours that are appropriate (choose an appropriate colour for their model/picture e.g.: a yellow sun)
-To develop simple drawing skills by using circles, lines and boxes to represent objects and people
-To talk about what they like about an artist’s work
-To be able to use scissors to cut out shapes, and along pre-drawn lines.

-Listen attentively to music and tap or clap the beat of a song.

-To begin to choose an appropriate material/process to achieve a desired effect. E.g.: using tissue or paper to cover a box, Using a fork to make lines in the paint for grass 
     -To use a range of shapes to draw recognisable objects and people 
   -Look and talk about what they have produced, describing simple techniques and media used                 
-  -To talk about what they like/dislike about an artist’s work 
        -Return to and build on their previous learning, refining ideas and developing their ability to represent them.  

BEING IMAGINATIVE AND EXPRESSIVE 
 -Sing songs of their choice as they work or play increasingly matching the pitch and following the melody.  
-Repeat a simple rhythm e.g.: the syllables of their name

-Write short captions independently with words with known sound- letter correspondences.  
-Begin to use finger spaces and show an awareness of full stops in independent writing.  
-develop a static tripod grasp moving towards a dynamic tripod grip (PD) 
-To be able to form the curly caterpillar letters correctly  
-to be able to form most letters correctly including the zig-zag monsters 
-to write dictated sentences that can be read by others 
- to write their first name clearly left to right in an adequate space and with all of the letters
