1. 🛠 Build a Mars Rover Model
Create your own 3D model of a Mars rover inspired by the book.
Include:
· Moving parts (wheels, camera mast, arm, etc.)
· Labels explaining each part and its job
· A reflective element (e.g. foil “space blanket” panel to reflect heat or light)
Challenge ideas:
· Use recycled materials
· Add a simple mechanism (rubber band wheels, etc.)
· Explain how reflection helps protect equipment in space
2. 🎙 Record a Space Podcast
Create a podcast episode as if you are:
· A Mars rover reporting back to Earth
· A NASA scientist explaining the mission
· A news reporter covering a rover discovery
Include:
· Facts about Mars rovers
· Explanation of reflection (e.g. how space blankets reflect heat/light)
· Sound effects or music for polish



3. 🎬 Make a Short Video Documentary
Produce a video project about Mars exploration.
Ideas:
· “A Day in the Life of a Mars Rover”
· “How Space Blankets Help in Space”
· A reenactment of a rover mission
Include:
· Clear explanation of reflection
· Visual demonstration (e.g. using foil to reflect light/heat)
· Narration or captions

4. 🔬 Conduct a Reflection Experiment
Design and present a science investigation about reflection.
Examples:
· Test how different materials reflect light (foil, paper, fabric)

Present as:
· Display board

Topic ideas:
· Mars Rovers: missions and discoveries
· How space blankets work
· Life on Mars (real or imagined with science facts)
Must include:
· Headings and sections
· Diagrams and labelled pictures
· Careful presentation (typed or neatly handwritten)
· Explanation of reflection in science
6. 🎨 Design a Mars Survival Kit
Create a presentation or model kit showing what astronauts/rovers need on Mars.
Include:
· Items to survive extreme temperatures
· A space blanket or reflective material
· Explanation of how each item works
7. 🧠 Invent a New Mars Rover
Design your own future rover.
Present as:
· Model, poster, or digital presentation
Include:
· Name and purpose
· Special features
· How it uses reflection (solar panels, heat shielding, etc.)
