Pupil Choice Sheet
You will choose one long-term project to complete over the next few weeks. Choose something that interests you and that you will enjoy working on. You should spend time each week adding to your project.
Your project should:
· Be presented neatly.
· Show your best effort.
· Include information in your own words.
· Show what you have learned.
Project Choices
1. Travel Guide to the Alps
Make a booklet or poster to encourage tourists to visit the Alps. Include places to see, food to try, weather, and activities.
2. Model of an Alpine Landscape
Create a 3D model showing mountains, valleys, villages or forests. Label the important features.
3. Diary of a Child Living in the Alps
Write a series of diary entries describing everyday life, such as school, hobbies and weather.
4. Mountain Animal Fact File
Choose an Alpine animal (e.g., marmot, ibex, golden eagle) and create a fact file with pictures and key facts.
5. Weather and Climate Poster
Make a poster explaining what the weather is like in the Alps and how it changes with altitude.
6. Alpine Food Study
Research traditional Alpine foods. Try one recipe (with adult help) and review how it tasted!
7. 3D Map of the Alps
Create a raised map showing the different heights of the mountains. Add labels.
8. Mini Documentary or Presentation
Create a short video or slideshow explaining why the Alps are important.
9. Alpine Adventure Story
Write your own exciting story set in the Alps.
10. Alpine Landscape Artwork
Create a piece of art inspired by Alpine scenery.
11. Alpine Chalet Diorama
Make a small model room of a cosy Alpine chalet.
12. Alpine Sports Research Project
Create a poster or booklet about skiing, snowboarding or another mountain sport.
