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Ask your child to draw a picture of their favourite part and write about why they liked it. Encourage them to think about how the word choices made the book exciting to read.
Comprehension…
Reading for speed and fluency: Go on a word hunt, choose a common word in the book and count how many times it appears. Have a reading race, Encourage your child to look ahead for words they quickly recognise. 
Independent reading: Your Child reads the book to you independently. Help if your child is stuck. Ask your child to suggest alternative endings and talk about the characters feelings.
Book talk – Look through the book talking about the pictures, drawing their attention to any tricky vocabulary. This is a chance to highlight any sounds they don’t yet know or find tricky. Predict what might happen, Read the story with your child giving help where needed to build confidence.  If you wish complete the story prediction sheet.
