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Science is working when:
1. Children are excited to learn and investigate.
2. The children actively think of their own questions, identifying avenues for exploration.
3.  They are listening to each other's ideas and assisting one another to draw a conclusion.
4. Children work together and share roles and equipment fairly.
5. They take opportunities to discuss and debate their thinking.
6. Children respond positively to guidance and questioning, and are able to redirect a line of enquiry.
